Read aloud: Genesis 8:13-20

Discuss Noah and His Family Worshipped: After Noah, his 
family, and the animals had been on the ark more than a year 
(Gen. 7:11 and 8:13), the waters had dried up enough for them 
to exit the ark. The first thing recorded that the family did upon 
leaving the ark was to worship God by making an altar and 
offering sacrifices. 

Draw and have students draw: Noah and his wife worshipping.
